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The following summary tables and overview of events survey hostile Israeli activities during the period 01 October 2015 to 31 October 

2015. The report includes a summary table of events, classified by type, throughout the West Bank and Gaza Strip, in addition to a 

comparative table surveying events over the past three months. The survey is compiled from the Daily Situation Reports of the Palestinian 

Monitoring Group (PMG) of the Negotiations Affairs Department (NAD) of the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO). The PMG 

monitors ground conditions in the West Bank and Gaza Strip, including Israeli and Palestinian violations. The information reported 

through the PMG process represents data available at the time of distribution only.   
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SAMPLE OF ISRAELI VIOLATIONS DURING THE MONTH OF OCTOBER 2015 

 03 October 2015: Israeli forces at Lions Gate (one of the gates of the Old city of Jerusalem leading to Al-Aqsa Mosque) shot dead civilian 

Mohammad Shaiq Al-Halaby from Surda village in Ramallah and a student at Al-Quds University and killed him for allegedly stabbing and 

opening fire at Jewish settlers. 

 4 October 2015: Israeli forces in Musrara neighbourhood in East Jerusalem shot dead civilian Fadi Samir Mustafa Alloun from Isawiyye village 

after being chased by Jewish settlers for allegedly attempting to stab a settler. 

 4 October 2015: Israeli forces positioned in the vicinity of Gishuri factories west of Tulkarem city fired  stun and tear gas grenades towards 

several residents for alleged stoning and as a result killing civilian Hadhife Othman ali Sleiman from Balaa town and injuring 3 civilians: Ahmad 

Tawfiq Zaki Jallad, Mohammad Abdel Raouf Al-Sholi and Omar Hilmi Jadiye. In addition, Israeli forces detained five civilians from Shweiki 

suburb in Tulkarem: Raed Jihad Jaroun, Mujahid Mohammad Jaroun, Asem Ghaleb Jaroun, Salem Ghaleb Jaroun and Adham Jaroun. 

 5 October 2015: Israeli forces positioned alongside Aida refugee camp in Bethlehem fired stun and tear gas grenades towards several residents for 

alleged stoning, killing child Abdel Rahman Shadi Kahil Obaidallah, 11, and injuring 2 civilians: Abdallah Abu Sanad from al-Khader town and 

Othman Khaled Qaraqe. 

 7 October 2015: Israeli forces shot dead child Amjad Hatem al-Jundi, 17 from Yatta town in Hebron, in the area of Kiryat Gat inside Israel for 

allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier and grab his weapon. 

 8 October 2015: Israeli forces killed civilian Thaer Abu Ghazala from Kafr Aqab village, in Tel Aviv for allegedly attempting to stab 4 Jewish 

settlers including a female Israeli soldier. 

 8 October 2015: Israeli forces raided Shu’fat refugee camp in Jerusalem, clashed with civilians during storming the home of civilian Subhi Abu 

Khalifeh (who was arrested in Sheikh Jarrah for allegedly attempting to stab a Jewish settler. Clashes broke out between civilians and Israeli 

forces resulting in the death of civilian Wissam Talib Jamal and the injury of 21 civilians including 3 seriously injured. The following civilians 

were identified: Anas Khalifeh, Ihab Salem Shawamreh, Mohammad Nader Jaabari. Several civilians were also suffocated as a result of tear gas 

inhalation. 

 9 October 2015: Israeli forces raided Shu’fat refugee camp in Jerusalem and clashed with civilians and killed civilian Ahmad Jamal Salah and 

injured 25 civilians (2 civilians were seriously injured). 
 9 October 2015: Israeli forces positioned near Kiryat Arba settlement in the old city of Hebron opened fire towards civilian Mohammad Faris 

Abdallah Jaabari and killed him for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier. 

 9 October 2015: Israeli forces fired  live ammunition and stun and tear gas grenades from their position behind the Green Line towards civilians in 

the vicinity of Shija’ia-Nahal Oz east of Gaza city during a protest against continuous Israeli attacks against the Al-Aqsa Mosque, killing 4 

civilians: Abdelmajeed Majdi Al-Wahidi from Jabalia, Ahmad Yihya Mahmoud Al-Hirbawi from Nseirat refugee camp in Central Gaza, Shadi 

Hussameddin Dawlet from Zaitouna neighbourhood in Gaza city, and Ziyad Nabil Sharaf from Tuffah neighbourhood in Gaza city. The Israeli 

forces also injured 114 civilians (including 11 children, press photographer of Turkish nationality, and 5 civilians were seriously injured).  

 9 October 2015: Israeli forces fired  live ammunition and stun and tear gas grenades from their position behind the Green Line towards civilians 

east of Al-Farrahin area east of Abssan Al-Kabira and east of Khuza’a town during a protest against continuous Israeli attacks against the Al-Aqsa 

Mosque, killing 3 civilians: Mohammad Hisham Al-Ruqab, 15, from Bani Suhayla town, Adnan Mousa Abu Ilayyan, from Bani Suhayla, and 

Jihad Zayed Salim Obaid from Deir Al-Balah (1 is child and 1 civilian was seriously injured) and the Israeli forces injured 12 civilians. 

 10 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire and killed child Ishaq Badran from Kafr Aqab village north of Jerusalem, in Musrara neighbourhood

for allegedly stabbing 2 Jewish settlers (according to Israeli claims). 

 10 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire and killed civilian Mohammad Said Mohammad Ali from Shu’fat refugee camp, near Damascus gate 

in East Jerusalem for allegedly stabbing 3 Israeli soldiers (according to Israeli claims). 

 10 October 2015: Civilian Ibrahim Ahmad Mustafa Awad from Beit Ummar died of injuries sustained during clashes with Israeli forces at the 

entrance of Beit Ummar. 

 10 October 2015: Israeli forces fired  live ammunition and stun and tear gas grenades from their position behind the Green Line towards civilians 

east of al-Farraheen area east of Abassan Al-Kabira during a protest against continuous Israeli attacks against the Al-Aqsa Mosque, killing 2 

civilians (including 1 child) Marwan Hisham Naim Barbakh, 10, and Khalil Omar Mousa Othman (both from Khan Younis), and injuring 3 

civilians: Majed Abdallah Abu Mustafa, Akram Sami Safi and Mahmoud Waleed Tanira. 

 11 October 2015: Israeli warplanes fired 2 missiles on 2 raids targeting 2 training sites used by Palestinian militants south of Zaitounah 

neighbourhood southeast Gaza and southwest Gaza city, killing female civilian Nour Rasmi Hassan (pregnant in her 5th month) and her daughter 

Rahaf Yihya Hassan (2 years old), and injuring 4 civilians (including 1 child) from one family: Mohammad Yihya Hassan, 5, Yihya Hassan, 

Najah Rasmi and Mohammad Hassan whose home was fell on their heads due to the strength of the explosion. 

 11 October 2015: Israeli forces positioned at Al-Hikma checkpoint near Bet El settlement north of Ramallah fired stun and tear gas grenades 

towards several residents for alleged stoning during a protest against Israeli continuous desecration of al-Aqsa Mosque, killing child Ahmad 

Abdel Fattah Sabbah Sharaka, 15, from Jalazoun refugee camp, and the injury of 7 civilians: Yazan Kamal Bawatneh, Mohammad Thabet Jamil 

Obaid, Sanad Yasser Karaja, Jihad Mahmoud Jabarin, Laith Bader Yacoub, Mahdi Ahmad Hamdan, and Yousef Ahmad Hussam. Several 

civilians were also suffocated as a result of tear gas inhalation. 

 12 October 2015: Jewish settlers opened fire and killed a civilian Mohammad Nazmi Shamasneh, 23, from Qatanna village for allegedly trying to 

steal away settler weapons near the central bus station in Jerusalem city. 

 12 October 2015: Israeli forces near Lions Gate (one of the gates of the Old city of Jerusalem leading to Al-Aqsa Mosque) opened fire at and 

killed child Mustafa Adel Al-Khatib, 17, from Jabal Al-Mukabber. 

 12 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire at 2 children in Beit Hanina for allegedly attempting to stab a Jewish settler. One child was killed: 

Hassan Khaled Manasra, 15, and the other was seriously wounded and arrested: Ahmad Saleh Mansra, 13. 

 13 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire and killed civilian Baha’ Mohammad Khalil Ilayyanm 22, from Jabal Al-Mukabber neighbourhood in 

Jerusalem for stabbing and opening fire with his friend (who was seriously injured) at Jewish settlers on a bus, killing 2 settlers and injuring 15.  

 13 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire at and killed civilian Ala’ Abu Jamal from Jabal Al-Mukabber neighbourhood in Jerusalem for 

allegedly running over Jewish settlers.  

 13 October 2015: Israeli forces positioned in the vicinity of Bilal Ben Rabah Mosque north of Bethlehem fire rubber coated steel bullets, stun 

grenades and tear gas canisters at civilians for alleged stoning, killing civilian Mu’taz Ibrahim Hamdan Zawahreh from Dheisheh refugee camp 

and injuring civilian Nassem Ahmad Idris Al-Asab. 

 14 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire at and killed civilian Basel Bassam Ragheb Sider, 20, from Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an 

Israeli soldier near Damascus Gate. 

 14 October 2015: Israeli forces opened fire at and killed civilian Ahmad Fathi Abu Shaban, 23, from Jerusalem, for allegedly attempting to stab a 

Jewish settler at the central bus station. 

 14 October 2015: ivilian Riyad Ibrahim Dar Youssef, 46, from Janiye village in Rammalh, died of a heart attack after he was physically assaulted 
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by Israeli forces during olive picking on his land near Doleb and Talmon settlements. 

 14 October 2015: Prisoner Fadi Ali Ahmad Al-Darbi, 28, from Jenin city, died of medical negligence which resulted in a stroke. He died in Rimon jail 

before he was taken to Sroka Hospital. 

 16 October 2015: Civilian Shawqi Jamal Jaber Obeid, 37, from Jabalia town, died of injuries sustained during clashed with Israeli forces near Beit 

Hanun-Erez crossing on 9 October 2015. 

 16 October 2015,  Israeli forces positioned at the western entrance of Beit Fourik fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets, stun grenades and 

tear gas canisters towards civilians for alleged stoning, resulting in the death of civilian Ihab Hihad Janani, 19. In addition Israeli forces detained the 

Palestinian ambulance that carried the martyr and took picture of him. Also in the clashes that broke out, 7 civilians (including 2 children) were 

injured: Mousa Basem Atta, 16, Mohammad Wael Hanani, 15, Amir Ibrahim Bakeer Nasasra, Bassam Abdel Aziz Al-Haj Mohammad, Yihya Bassam 

Nasrallah Hanani, Hassan Nidal Daoud Nasasra and Imad Abdelrahim Awwad Hanani. 

 16 October 2015, Israeli forces positioned in Ras Al-Jora and Halhul Bridge north of Hebron fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets, 

stun grenades and tear gas canisters towards civilians for alleged stoning during a demonstration in protest of continuous Israeli attacks on Al-Aqsa 

Mosque, resulting in the death of 10 civilians (including 2 children and 1 paramedic): Ammar Awni Abu Shamsiyye, 16, Wajdi Youssef Al-Bou, 

Mohammad Jamal Al-Qawasmeh,  Mohammad Mustafa Naim Irshid, Abdelhalim Issa Zamaareh, paramedic Joudi Al-Muhtaseb, Mohammad Al-

Barbarawi, Mohammad Usama Al-Tawil, Nasri Hassan Abu Shamsiyye and Ahmad Mohammad Sinokrot. Several civilians were also suffocated as a 

result of tear gas inhalation. 

 16 October 2015, Israeli forces fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets and tear gas canisters from their position behind the Green Line 

towards civilians in the vicinity of Beit Hanun-Erez Crossing north of Beit Hanun town during a demonstration against the continuous Israeli 

desecration of Al-Aqsa Mosque, resulting in the death Yihya Abdel Qader, 24, from Al-Shate’ refugee camp in Gaza city, and the injury of 45 

civilians. Also 25 civilians were suffocated as a result of tear gas inhalation.  

 16 October 2015, Israeli forces fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets and tear gas canisters from their position behind the Green Line 

towards civilians in the vicinity of Shijaieh Crossing – Hahal Oz east of Gaza city during a demonstration against the continuous Israeli 

desecration of Al-Aqsa Mosque, resulting in the death of Mahmnoud Hatem Hamide, 22, from Shijaieh neighbourhood in Gaza city, and the 

injury of 52 civilians. Also 20 civilians were suffocated as a result of tear gas inhalation. 

 17 October 2015, child Mu’taz Ahmad Eweisat, 16, from Jabal Al-Mukabber neighbourhood in Jerusalem was killed by Israeli forces near 

Armon Hanatsif settlement for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier. 

 17 October 2015, Civilian Omar Mohammad Al-Faqih, 23, from Qatanna village, was killed by Israeli forces at Qalandia checkpoint north of 

Jerusalem for allegedly stabbing an Israeli soldier. 

 17 October 2015, Civilians Fadel Mohammad Awad Al-Qawasmi, 18, from Hebron city, was shot dead by a Jewish settler in Shuhada Street in 

the old city of Hebron. 

 17 October 2015, female child Bayan Abdel Wahab Al-Eseili, 16, from Hebron city was shot dead by Israeli forces in Wadi Al-Ghrous area east 

of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier. 

 17 October 2015, child Tariq Ziyad Al-Natsheh, 18, from Hebron city was shot dead by Israeli forces at the entrance of Shuhada Street in the old 

city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier. 

 19 October 2015, female civilian Huda Mohammad Darwish, 65, from Isawiyye village in Jerusalem was denied access to a hospital in 

Jerusalem. The ambulance carrying her was detained by Israeli soldiers positioned at the entrance of the village for more than 15 minutes as a 
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result of which she passed away. 

 20 October 2015, civilian Hamzeh Mousa Mohammad Al-Imleh, 25, from Beit Ula town in Hebron, was shot dead by Israeli soldiers near Kfar 

Etzyon settlement for allegedly running iver 2 Jewish settlers and injuring them (according to Israeli claims). 

 20 October 2015, civilian Odai Hashim Mohammad Al-Masalmeh, 24, from Beit Awwa, was shot dead by Israeli forces for allegedly attempting 

to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 20 October 2015, 2 civilians (including 1 child) were shot dead by Israeli forces for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier near Al-Rajabi 

building in the old city of Hebron. The civilians are: Bashar Nidal Al-Jaabari, 16, and Hussam Ismail Jamil Al-Jaabari, 18. 

 20 October 2015, Israeli forces fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets and tear gas canisters from their position behind the Green Line 

towards civilians east of Al-Buriej refugee camp during a demonstration against the continuous Israeli desecration of Al-Aqsa Mosque, resulting 

in the death of civilian Ahmad Sharif Al-Sarhi, 27, and the injury of 7 civilians. Also 3 civilians were suffocated as a result of tear gas inhalation. 

 21 October 2015, Israeli forces shot dead university student Mu’taz Atallah Qasem, 22, from Izariyye town for allegedly stabbing 2 Israeli female 

soldiers (according to Israeli claims). 

 21 October 2015, Israeli forces shot dead civilian Hashem Younis Mohammad Al-Azza, 54, from Tel Rmeideh neighbourhood in the old city of 

Hebron as a result of suffocation from tear gas canisters Israeli forces fired in the Bab Al-Zawiyye area in Hebron. 

 22 October 2015, civilian Mahmoud Khalid Ghneimat, 20, from Surif town in Hebron was shot dead by Israeli forces, and civilian Miqdad 

Mohammad Ibrahim Al-Heeh, 21, was seriously injured for allegedly attempting to stab a Jewish settler in Beit Shemesh inside the Green Line. 

 23 October 2015, civilian Yihya Hashem Karira, 20, from Tuffah neighbourhood in Gaza city, died of injuries sustained during clashes with 

Israeli forces near Shijiah-Nahal Oz crossing on 16 October 2015. 

 24 October 2015, child Ahmad Mohammad Said Kamil, 16, from Qabatia town in Jenin, was shot dead by Israeli forces positioned in Al-Jalama 

checkpoint north of Jenin for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). In addition, Israeli forces opened fire 

towards an ambulance to prevent it from reaching a martyr lying on the ground. 

 24 October 2015, civilian Khalil Hassan Abu Obeid, 25, from Al-Amal neighbourhood in Khan Younis city, died of injuries sustained during 

clashes with Israeli forces near Al-Farraheen area east of Al-Buriej refugee camp on 11 October 2015. 

 25 October 2015, schoolgirl Dania Jihad Hussein Irsheid, 17, from Hebron city was shot dead by Israeli forces near the Ibrahimi Mosque in the 

old city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier. 

 26 October 2015, civilian Raed Saket Abdelrahim Jaradat, 22, from Sair town was shot dead by Israeli forces near Beit Inun village north of 

Hebron city for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 26 October 2015, civilian Saed Mohammad Youssef Al-Atrash, 19, from Hebron city, was shot dead by Israeli forces at Abu Al-Reesh 

checkpoint in the old city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 26 October 2015, Israeli forces positioned at Inun village checkpoint fired live ammunition and rubber coated steel billets, stun grenades and tear 

gas canisters towards civilians for stoning, killing civilian Iyad Rohi Hijazi Jaradat, 19, from Sair town who was shot in the head. 

 27 October 2015, civilian Hammam Adnan Yiya Iseid, 23, from Hebron city, was shot dead by Israeli forces in Shuhada Street in the old city of 

Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Isareli solder (according to the Israeli claims). 

 27 October 2015, 2 civilians: Izzsedin Nadi Shaaban Abu Shakhdam, 18, and Shadi Nabil Abdelmuti Al-Qudsi An-Dweik, 22, from Hebron, 

were shot dead by Israeli forces for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier at the junction of Kfar Etzyon settlement (according to Israeli 
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claims). 

 28 October 2015, civilian Islam Rafiq Hamdan Ebeido Al-Tamimi, 23, from Hebron city, was shot dead by Israeli forces in Tel Rmeideh 

neighbourhood in the old city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 29 October 2015, civilian Nadim Shqeirat, 52, from Jabal Al-Mukaber neighbourhood in East Jerusalem, died of heart attack because the 

ambulance carrying him failed to reach the hospital in due time because of the barriers and Israeli checkpoint set up at the entrance of the 

neighbourhood. 

 29 October 2015, civilian Mahdi Mohammad Ramadan Al-Muhtaseb, 23, from Hebron city, was shot dead by Israeli forces near Al-Ibrahimi 

Mosque in the old city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 29 October 2015, civilian Farouk Abdelqader Hassan Sider, 19, from Hebron city, was shot dead by Israeli forces in Shuhada Street in the old 

city of Hebron for allegedly attempting to stab an Israeli soldier (according to Israeli claims). 

 30 October 2015, civilian Ahmad Hammad Younis Samara Qneibi, 23, from Kafr Aqab village, was shot dead by Israeli forces in Sheikh Jarrah 

area in East Jerusalem for allegedly attempting to stab a Jewish settler (according to Israeli claims). 

 30 October 2015, Israeli forces positioned at Za’atra junction checkpoint opened fore towards 2 civilians on a motorbike, killing 1 civilian called 

Qassem Mahmoud Qassem Sabaghneh, 20, from Qabatia town in Jenin, and seriously injuring civilian Bassem Farid Ibrahim Naasan, 20, from 

Al-Mughier village in Ramallah. 

 30 October 2015, Israeli forces positioned at the western entrance of Beit Fajjar town fired live ammunition, rubber coated steel bullets, tear gas 

canisters and stun grenades towards civilians for alleged stoning, resulting in the death of baby Ramadan Mohammad Faisal Thawabteh, 8 

months, as a result of suffocation from tear gas, and the injury of 8 civilians, including 2 children. The following civilians have been identified: 

Iyad Abdelrahim Khader Taqatqa, 17, Mohammad Ali Mohammad Thawabteh, 17, Muath Mahmoud Omar Al-Sheikh, Khaled Tareq Taqatqa, 

Abdelrahman Youssef Taqatqa, Abed Ahmad Youssef Taqatqa, Imad Jihad Issa Al-Lahaseh and Mohammad Kamel Mohammad Taqatqa. The 

Israeli forces also arrested 2 injured civilians. 

 31 October 2015, civilian Mahmoud Talal Nazzal, 18, from Qabatia town was shot dead by Israeli forces in the vicinity of Al-Jalama checkpoint

 Killings: 
During the month of October 2015, Israeli forces killed 72 residents (55in the West Bank and 17 in the Gaza Strip) which included the following: 

 

 Injuries 

1661 injuries were reported in the month of October 2015 (1165 Palestinians in the West Bank and 496 in the Gaza Strip), including 202 children, 7 female civilians, 18 

journalists and 13 paramedics. 
 

 Arrests 
 

During the month of October, the Israeli military arrested 969 Palestinians (937 the West Bank and 32 in the Gaza Strip). The majority of arrests took place in 

the districts of Jerusalem (289); Ramallah (91); Jenin (47); Tubas (8) Tulkarem (37); Qalqiliya (22); Nablus (96); Salfit (26); Jericho (21); Bethlehem (84); 

Hebron (216); Northern Gaza (3); Gaza (2); Central Gaza (12); Khan Yunis (14); Rafah 1). Among those arrested by the Israeli military were 147 children, 6 

female civilians, 10 security force officers, 13 University students, 5 Journalists, 2 merchants, 2 fishermen and 1 PLC member. 

 

The Israeli military temporarily detained 349 Palestinians including 46 children, 4 female civilians, 2 PLC members, 5 university students, 3 journalists and 

TV crew members, and 7 security force officers.

 Closure 
Especially on Fridays, the Israeli military continues to intensify restrictions at checkpoints located at the entrances of Jerusalem, and to restrict entrance to the 

Al Aqsa Mosque compound in the old city of Jerusalem, preventing worshippers from accessing the Mosque. At the Qalandiya checkpoint north of 

Jerusalem, the Israeli military continues to prevent PNA registered civilian vehicles from crossing the checkpoint towards Ar Ram and Qalandiya as well as 

Dahiyat al Bareed. The checkpoint is overcrowded daily, particularly during rush hours, due to intensified restrictions and search measures applied by Israeli 

troops. During the month of August the Israeli military also continued to intensify restrictions at the Tayasir checkpoint and Al Hamra junction checkpoint 

leading to the Jordan Valley area, only allowing access to civilians whose IDs indicate District of Jericho residence or others holding special access permits. 

In addition, restrictions were intensified and civilian access was obstructed at the Za’tara junction checkpoint (separating the northern and central West Bank 

districts) as well as at the As Sawahira ash Sharqiya (the ‘Container’) checkpoint (separating the central and southern West Bank districts). 

The Israeli military set up 536 flying checkpoints in October (compared with 474 in September and 469 in August) and as a result restricted the free access 

and movement of residents, merchant supplies and agricultural goods. 

 

Distribution of flying checkpoints in the West Bank  
The Israeli military set up 536 flying checkpoints in October and searched Palestinian civilians and vehicles in and around Palestinian residential areas in the districts of Jerusalem 

(145); Ramallah (61); Jenin (6); Tubas (1); Tulkarem (18); Qalqiliya (47); Nablus (58); Salfit (28); Jericho (29); Bethlehem (75); Hebron (68). 
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 Raids  
The Israeli military carried out 599 raids in Palestinian residential areas during the month of October {591 in the West Bank and 8 in the Gaza Strip}. The majority of 

Israeli military raids were reported to have taken place in the districts of Jerusalem (71); Ramallah (94); Jenin (47), Tubas (7) Tulkarem (22); Qalqiliya (26); Nablus (88); 

Salfit (46); Jericho (22); Bethlehem (77); Hebron (91); North Gaza (3); Central Gaza (3),Khan Yunis (1); Rafah (1). 

 

The Israeli military opened fire on 962 occasions during raids and clashes with civilians (89% of overall attacks).

1081 attacks were reported to have taken place during the month of October (991 in the West Bank and 90 in the Gaza Strip).  

The Israeli military carried out 961 attacks during confrontations between the Israeli military and Palestinians, 59 attacks from Israeli military posts on civilian homes and property. 

In addition Israeli navy vessels carried out 27 attacks on Palestinian fishermen and territory, 1 from Military Checkpoint, 29 from settler attack, 5 from Air Strike and 1 attack during 

raids.

 Attacks on Public and Private Property 
A total of 129 incidents of destruction and confiscation of Palestinian public and private property by Israeli settlers and Israeli forces were reported in 

October 2015 (122 in the West Bank and 7 in The Gaza Strip). 

Attack on Public and Private property occurred as follows per District: 

Jerusalem: Israeli forces inflicted material damage to civilian vehicles in Beit Hanina and Al-Ram, set fire to a civilian vehicle as a result of firing tear gas canisters. Also Israeli 

forces caused damage to an ambulance at the entrance of Biddo town and to fishing boats in Gaza. Jewish settlers damaged civilian vehicles near Jabaa village and in Sheikh Jarrah 

area in East Jerusalem. Jewish settlers backed up by Israeli forces stormed Al-Aqsa mosque. 

Ramallah: Israeli forces prevented Palestinian farmers from olive picking in Oyoun Al-Haramiyye area north of Silwad, caused damage to ambulance as a result of firing tear gas 

near Al-Mahkama checkpoint near Bet El settlement, caused damage to 1 civilian vehicle and arrested the driver. Jewish settlers caused severe damage to a civilian vehicle near the 

junction of Shilo settlement. 

Jenin: Jewish settlers damaged windshield of a civilian vehicle near the previously evacuated Homesh settlement, damaged green houses and saplings in agricultural land near 

Move Dotan settlement, and caused damage to 1 civilian home in Jenin refugee camp. 

Tulkarem: Israeli forces destroyed wall and uprooted trees on land owned by Kadouri University. 

Qalqiliya: Israeli forces damaged a vehicle near Jit village, detonated back bag of a Palestinian military officer while he was detained at a flying checkpoint in Jit village, caused 

material damage to 1 vehicle at the entrance of Azzun town, fired tear gas canister causing fire to greenhouses near Jaljoulia gate south of Qalqilya. 

Nablus: Israeli forces inflicted severe material damage civilian homes and commercial stores, damaged olive trees near the entrance of Beir Fourik, caused damage to ambulance 

near Huwara checkpoint, set agricultural farms cultivated with olive trees on fire, prevented farmers in Deir Al-Hatab village from olive picking, caused severe damage to 1 civilian 

vehicle at the junction of Yitzhar settlement, forces merchants to close their stores in Huwara, caused damage to 3 ambulances near Huwara checkpoint and damage windshield of a 

vehicles near Ariel settlement. 

Salfit: Israeli forces prevent Palestinian from olive picking on their land near Kfar Tepoah land and inflicted damage on an ambulance at the entrance of Yasouf village.  

Jericho:  Israeli forces detonated external gate of a civilian home during a raid on Ein Sultan refugee camp. 

Bethlehem: Israeli forces forced owners of commercial stores to shut down their stores in Husan village, caused material damage to 1 civilian vehicle near Dar Salah village, fired 

tear gas canisters and stun grenades at civilian in the vicinity of Bilal Ben Rabah Mosque, and Jewish settlers cut off olive tree branches in Teqoa. 

Hebron: Israeli forces demolish solar cells for generating electrical power  in Mneizel village south of Yatta; Jewish settlers set civilian vehicles on fire, attacked civilian homes 

and damaged window panes and watrer tanks, set warehouses on fire in Birin area east of Yatta town and in the old city of Hebron.

 Nablus: Israeli forces delivered order for the seizure of land in Abdallah and Sheikh Mohammad areas in Beot Fourik, and basin (8) Al-Tin 

plot in Salem village, basin 9 in Al-Qarna and Ras Al-Balad, and basin (5) and (52) in Azmout village. Israeli forces confiscated 3 water tanks 

near Aqraba village, and 2 surveillance cameras from commercial stores in Huwara, and water meters in Al-Lubban Al-Sharqiyyeh as well as 

computers and mobile phones in Nablus.  

 Salfit: Israeli forces delivered military order for the seizure of land in basic (3) in Yasouf village.  

 Hebron: Israeli forces confiscated surveillance camera footage for a civilian home near the junction of Kharsa village. 

 Gaza: Israeli navy forces confiscated fishing boats off the shores of North Gaza. 

 

 Settlement Activity:  
Israeli bulldozers razed 100 dunums of land for the construction of a relay station and a concrete wall near Al-Maniyye village south of Teqoa town in 

Bethlehem district. 

Israeli forces razed land owned by Kadouri village in Tulkarem district. 

 

 Settler Violence 

285 incidents of Settler violence occurred during the month of October 2015 including: 

Jerusalem: Israeli settlers physically attacked a child from Beit Safafa, set civilian vehicles on fire, wrote anti-Arab graffiti in Um Tuba village, 

chased civilians and attempted to stab them in Al-Thuri neighbourhood, 2 Jewish settlers tried to stab civilians near Jaffa Gate in the old city of 

Jerusalem and demolished solar cells. 

Ramallah:  Israeli settlers ran over a woman at the western entrance of Um Safa village, threatened and intimidated civilians during olive picking 

season, set 3 olive trees on fire in Al-Jalazoun refugee camp, attacked civilians during olive picking near Halmish settlement and set tent used as a 

residence in Deir Dibwan town. 

 

 

Jenin: Israeli settlers opened fire towards civilian homes in Siklet Al-Thahr and prevented civilians from going to their land near Move Dotan 

settlement. 
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Nablus: Israeli settlers stoned civilian vehicles near Yitzhar settlement north of Huwara, set land on fire and burnet olive trees in Bourin village, broke 

windows of commercial stores in Huwara, raided the villages of Bourin and Madama, opened fire towards a mother and her daughter near Yitzhar 

settlement, and physically attacked 1 civilian near Karni Shomron settlement.  

Salfit: Jewish settlers gathered at the junction of Zaatra and recited slogans against Arabs, attacked farmers on their way to their land to pick olives in 

Al-Yasuf and Al-Sawi villages, and set agricultural land on fire and sprayed gas ion the faces of civilians near Hares village.  

Jericho: Israeli settlers opened fire towards civilian vehicle near Ein Al-Dyouk and physically assaulted 1 civilian in Wadi Humus near Dar Salah 

village. 

Bethlehem:  Israeli settlers attacked civilians during olive picking near Al-Jaba village, physically assaulted 1 civilian near Daniel settlement, closed 

Bethlehem-Hebron main road, stoned civilian vehicles and attempted to abduct 1 child in Joret Al-Shamaa. 

Hebron: Israeli settlers attacked civilians in Al-Baqaa area east of the old city of Hebron, attacked civilian homes and opened fire at them in Shuhada 

Street, attacked civilian vehicles in Beit Awwa, attacked TIPH vehicle, opened fire at civilian vehicles at the entrance of Al-Arroub refugee camp, 

attempted to abduct 2 children in the old city of Hebron and 1 child in Beit Ummar, one settler attacked civilians with a stick, and ran over a child in 

the old city of Hebron and stabbed another child in the old city of Hebron. 

 

 Closure of Crossing Points  
The Israeli military completely closed crossing points into the Gaza Strip, including access points within the Green Line, on 170 occasions during the month 

of October. The Israeli military closed crossing points within the Green Line on 111 occasions. It opened Beit Hanun (Erez) Crossing for 24 days for 

previously-coordinated humanitarian cases and foreign nationals and Karm Abu Salem (Karem Shalom) Crossing for 20 days for transportation of food 

supplies, humanitarian aid, and cooking gas. In addition to allowing in animal feed, construction cargo designated for UNRWA and internationally-funded 

projects was transported through the Crossing. Al Jamla crossing was closed 4 times during the month of October. Sufa Crossing was closed throughout the 

month. On the other hand, the Israeli authorities have continued to unilaterally close Ash Shuja’iya (Nahal ‘Oz) Crossing. Beginning on 02 March 2011, the 

Israeli authorities has also continued to completely close Al Muntar (Karnei) Commercial Crossing.  

 

The Israeli military closed international crossing points on 59 occasions. Rafah Crossing was opened 3 times during the month of October. Yasser Arafat 

International Airport has remained closed since the outbreak of the second Intifada.  
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
