Since 22 March 2003, the Israeli army has imposed atotal closure over the
West Bank and Gaza Strip following the assassination of Sheikh Ahmad
Yassin. Thelsragli army prevented civilians from crossing the Green Line and
entering Jerusalem, closed al crossing points to workers, and restricted
movement between cities in the West Bank.

e Closure Thelsragli army set up flying checkpoints throughout the city,
closing al roads connecting towns and villages and preventing pedestrians
and vehicles from crossing. Muslim worshipers were prevented from
reaching Al Agsa Mosque for Friday prayers, many of whom were forced
to pray at checkpoints.
