Beginning on 17 April 2006, the Israeli army has intensified the complete

closure imposed over the West Bank and Gaza Strip districts after a

Palestinian individual carried out a suicide attack in the city of Tel Aviv

ALL inside the Green Line. The Israeli army has continued to prevent civilians
DISTRICTS with permits, including workers, from crossing into areas inside the Green

Line or into the city of Jerusalem. In addition, the imposed closure applies

to international organizations loca staff working in Paestinian Authority-

controlled territory until 20 April 2006.

WEST BANK

e Closure The Isragli army continues to intensfy its restrictions at
checkpoints located at the entrances to the city of Jerusalem, in the old city
of Jerusalem, and around Al Agsa Mosque compound.

e Closure of Main Roads The Isradi army continues to close the eastern
entrance to Dahiyat Bir Nabalaas well as the entrance opposite the junction
to Dahiyat Al Bareed in the city of Jerusalem with 2 checkpoints and
barbed wire. The Israeli army denies civilian access, only allowing civilians
resding behind the Wall and those holding Jerusalem-issued 1Ds to cross
on foot.

e Checkpoints:

i) Beginning on 04 April 2006, the Israeli army has implemented new

measures at Qalandiya checkpoint, after having declared it a
“border crossing point.” The Isragli army designated a specia
crossing for civilians holding Jerusalem-issued IDs and those
possessing permits to access the city of Jerusalem. The Israeli army
JERUSALEM has allowed other civilians to access the main road leading to the

junction to the village of Jaba’, which branches off to other
districts.

demolition of 1 house in the village of Al *Araga belonging to Sameeh
Qasem Hammad, the father of the individua who carried out the suicide
atack in the city of Tel Aviv insde the Green Line. The Isradi army
released Hammad after having arrested him from his house, as was
reported yesterday.

TULKAREM

e Closure The Isradi army continues to impose a complete closure on the
digtrict of Tulkarem and to declare it a closed military zone following a
suicide attack carried out on the junction to the village of Far’'un. The
Israeli army continues to impede civilian access to and from the district.

e Closure of Main Roads The Isradli army continues to close with dirt
barricades the roads connecting the following locales: Dahiyat Iktabain the
city of Tulkarem and the town of Bal’a Dahiyat Dhinnaba in the city of
Tulkarem and the town of Kafr a Labad; Dahiyat Dhinnaba and the village
of ‘Izbat Abu Khamish; the town of Kafr al Labad and the village of Shufa;
the towns of Deir d Ghusun and ‘Attil; and the towns of Deir a Ghusun
and Ba’a The Isradi army also continues to close with cement blocks the
road connecting the town of Beit Lid to the village of Kur.

e Wall Condruction: Land levelling for Wall construction continues in the

village of Immatin and east of the towns of Kafr Thulth and * Azzun.

e Flying Checkpoints: At 11:00, and again at 19:50, the Israeli army set up a
flying checkpoint in the area between the town of Jayyus and the village of
Kafr Jammal, searched civilian vehicles, and arrested 1 child.

o Arredt: Isradi troops positioned at the flying checkpoint set up in the area
between the town of Jayyus and the village of Kafr Jammal arrested Jal far
Sami ‘Adwan, 17 years old.

QALQILIYA

e Closureof Main Roads:

0] The Isragli army continues to close the main road leading to the district
of Jenin between the junction to the village of Deir Sharaf and the
settlement of Shavel Shomron. Instead, the Isragli army has forced

NABLUS civilians to travel along an unpaved 1.5-km-long road, which branches
off from the Nablus-Tulkarem road and intersects with the Nablus-
Jenin road opposite the village of Sabastiya.

(i) The Israeli army continues to close with dirt barricades Al Badhan
road, which is the north-eastern entrance to the city of Nablus and
connects the city to the district of Jenin.

0] The Israeli army continues to close Deir Ballut checkpoint overnight
and open it a various morning hours. The Isragli army aso prevents
civilians from crossing eastwards towards the town of Kafr ad Dik.

e Wall Congruction: Wall construction continues near the Green Line in the
town of Deir Ballut and the villages of Az Zawiya and Rafat, northwest of
the city of Sdfit, and in the village of Marda and the town of Kifl Haris
north of the settlement of Ari’el.

e Flying Checkpoints:

0] At 08:00, the Israeli army set up a flying checkpoint at the entrance to

the town of Az Zawiya and searched civilians and vehicles until 14:20.

(i) At 09:00, the Isradli army set up a flying checkpoint at the entrance to

the town of Brugin and searched civilians and vehicles.

(i) At 13:00, the Israeli army set up a flying checkpoint at the entrance to

the village of Iskaka and searched civilians and vehicles until 15:00.

e Raid: At 08:40, the Israeli army, including 3 jeeps, raided and patrolled the
village of Qarawat Bani Hassan until 10:00.

e Arrest: At 13:00 on 17 April 2006, the Isradi army arrested Mohammed
Hammad Bouziyyeh during its raid on the town of Kifl Haris, which was
reported yesterday.

e Closure: At 06:30, the Israeli army intensified the closure imposed over the
city of Jericho. The Israeli army continues to close Road # 90 between the
city of Jericho and the village of Al *Aujawith cement blocks and prevents
farmers not holding Jericho-issued IDs from reaching their land, forcing
them to apply for access permits. In addition, the Isragli army prevents
civilians holding Jerusdlem-issued 1Ds, Isradli citizens, and civilians from
other didricts from entering the city of Jericho. The Isragli army aso
prevented civilians holding Jericho-issued 1Ds from leaving the city.

e Checkpoints/Detention:

) The Isradli army intensified its restrictions at Al Hamra checkpoint set

up on the road connecting the digtricts of Jericho and Nablus and

JERICHO denied access to civilians under 30 years of age.

(i) At 12:00, the Isradi army closed the DCO checkpoint set up at the
southern entrance to the city of Jericho and denied civilian access in
both directions, only alowing vehicles bearing Isragli-issued license
plates to exit the city. Isragli troops positioned at the checkpoint also
detained 20 buses transporting students who were on school trips until
19:30. Isradi troops continue to prevent civilians from entering or
exiting the city of Jericho as of 08:00 this morning.

@iy At 12:00, the Isradi army intengfied its restrictions at the checkpoint
set up at the entrance to the village of ‘Ein ad Duyuk, denied civilian
access to the city of Jericho, and prevented civilians holding Jericho-
issued IDs from leaving the city. Isradli troops postioned a the
checkpoint only alowed civilians holding Jerusalem-issued IDs to exit
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the city of Jericho. The checkpoint continues to be closed as of 08:00
this morning.

(iv) At 07:00, the Israddi amy closed the checkpoint set up near the
settlement of Yitav west of the village of Al ‘Auja, denying civilian
access.

e Closure The Israeli army continues to close the roads to the village of
An Nu'man, with the exception of the road leading to the Wall gate in
the south-eastern area of the village. The Israeli army considers the
civilians residence in the village illegal because they hold West Bank
identity cards while their village is located within the Isragli-defined
municipa boundaries of Jerusalem.

e Closure of Main Roads The Isragli army continues to close al roads to
Road # 60 leading to the city of Jerusdem, thereby isolating the city of
Bethlehem from its towns and villages located west of Road # 60.

e Wall Congruction: Wall construction continues north of ‘Ayda refugee
camp and in the Everest area, northwest of the city of Beit Jala.

o RaidgAttack on Religious Site:

0] At 14:15, the Israeli army raided and patrolled the town of Al Khadr.

(i) At 14:15, an Israeli army patrol raided the town of Al *Ubeidiya and the
village of Dar Salah and patrolled the area.

(i) At 15:30, the Israeli army, including 2 jeeps, raided the city of
Bethlehem and ‘Ayda refugee camp. Confrontations took place
between the Isradli army and civilians in * Ayda refugee camp, during
which the Isragli army injured 3 children.

(iv) At 19:05, an Isradi army patrol raided the city of Beit Jaa, set up a
checkpoint, and searched civilians and vehicles.

(V) At 23:05, the Isradli army raided and patrolled the city of Bethlehem,
the town of Al Khadr, and Ad Duheisha refugee camp until 00:30.

(vi) At 04:00, the Israeli army raided the town of Al Khadr and searched the
town’s mosque, after ordering the muezzin to leave his house and go to
the mosqgue.

) The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks and barbed wire
Ash Shuhada Street and the area of As Sahleh; with an iron gate the
old gold market; and with a dirt barricade and iron gate the area of
Khuzq d Far near the settlement of Abraham Avino, dl in the H2
section of the city of Hebron. The Isradli army aso continues to close

HEBRON the entrance to the area of Al Khan in the old city of Hebron with an
electronic gate, isolating the areafrom Al Laban Market and the area of
As Sahleh.

(i) The Isradi army continues to implement a military order to close
civilian commercia shops on both sides of the road connecting the
settlement of Kiryat Arba to the Ibrahimi Mosgue in the old city of
Hebron from 06 November 2005 until 07 May 2006. Civilian vehicles
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are prohibited from travelling along the road unless they possess access
permits. Only Isradli settler vehicles are allowed unrestricted access on
the road.

e Closureof Main Roads:

0] The Isradi army continues to close with dirt barricades the area of Al
Hawawir leading to the town of Halhul, the area of Al Fahs south of the
city of Hebron, the junction to the area of Farsh a Hawa leading to
Road # 35 northwest of the city of Hebron, and the entrance to the
village of *Arab ar Ramadin.

(i) The lsagli army continues to close the entrance to Al Qeis
neighbourhood in the old city of Hebron with cement blocks.

(i) At 08:00, the Israeli army closed Road # 60 connecting the digtricts of
Hebron and Bethlehem and denied civilian access, forcing civilians to
travel dong the alternative road that passes through Tugu’ and Sa'ir to
Hebron.

e Wall Congtruction: Wall construction continues west of the towns of Surif
and Bet Ula, south of the towns of Adh Dhahiriya and As Samoa, and
southeast of the town of Yatta. The Isragli army has adso completed
construction of most sections of the Wall in the town of 1dhna, from the
village of Deir Samit to the town of Beit ‘ Awwa, from Beit ‘ Awwa to the
village of Al Burj, and in the village of Ar Ramadin.

e Flying Checkpoints:

0] At 22:15, the Isradi army set up a flying checkpoint at the southern

entrance to the town of Dura and searched civilians and vehicles.

(i) The Israeli army set up aflying checkpoint at the entrance to the area of
An Nabi Yunisand searched civilians and vehicles.

e RaidgDetention/Provocation of Palestinian ForcesPhysical Assault: At
11:00, and again a 16:00, the Isradi army raided the city of Hebron,
patrolled the area, set up a checkpoint near Al Ahli Hospital, detained a
number of Palestinian Police officers, and released them at alater time. The
Israeli army also fired tear gas grenades towards civiliansin the city centre
and severely beat Nayef Thyab d Hashlamoun, ajourndist, after which he
was transported to hospital for medical treatment.

Israeli army fired 322 artillery shells from its location inside the Green
Line towards Palestinian territory. Of these, 198 artillery shells landed
near 3 Palestinian Nationad Security locations and in the area
NORTHERN surrounding the sewage basins north of the town of Beit Lahiya 110
GAZA artillery shellslanded near a Palestinian National Security Headquarters
at the entrance to the town of Beit Hanun and 14 other shells landed
near Beit Hanun Industrial Zone. As a result, 3 civilians, including 1
child, wereinjured.
