The Israeli army continues to intensify its restrictions at checkpoints set up
ALL on the main roads connecting the West Bank districts, thereby isolating the
DISTRICTS northern districts from the southern districts as well as the Jericho district
and the Jordan Valley from the remainder of the West Bank.

e Closure The lsradli army continues to intensify its redtrictions at
checkpoints located at the entrances to the city of Jerusdem. The Isradi
army also continues to close the entrances to Al Agsa Mosgue compound
inthe old city of Jerusalem and impede civilian access to the mosque.

e Closureof Main Roads:

) The Israeli army continues to close the entrance opposite the junction to

Dahiyat a Bareed in the city of Jerusalem with a barbed wire gate and
to deny civilian access.

(i) The Isragli army continues to close the road connecting Dahiyat a
Bareed to the town of Ar Ram in order to complete Wall construction
inthe area.

e Checkpoaint: The Isradli army continues to intensify its restrictions at the
checkpoint set up on the overpass to the town of ‘Atara and to impede
civilian access.

closed military zone and to impede civilian access to and from the district.

e Closureof Main Roads:

0] The Isradli army continues to close with dirt barricades the Dahiyat
Iktaba-Bal’a road; the entrance to the village of Saffarin; the road
connecting the town of Der a Ghusun to ‘Attil plain; the road
connecting the town of Kafr a Labad to the village of Shufa; the road
to the town of Deir al Ghusun’s plain; and the entrance to the village of
‘Izbat Abu Khamish.

(i)  The Israeli army continues to close with dirt barricades the road

Ma refugee camp. In the city, the Isragli army opened indiscriminate
fire and demolished the wall of a house. At 05:00, the Isradi army
withdrew from the area.

e Checkpoints The Isradi army continues to intensify its restrictions and

‘Ayda refugee camp.

an electronic gate, isolating the areafrom Al Laban Market and the area
of As Sahleh. The Isradli army aso continues to ingtal an iron gate at
the entrance to the area of Al Hisba (the fruits and vegetables market)
inthe old city of Hebron, thereby controlling civilian accessin the area.

(i)  Although it expired on 07 May 2006, the Isragli army continues to
implement a military order stipulating the prohibition of civilian
vehicles from travelling aong the road connecting the settlement of
Kiryat Arba to the Ibrahimi Mosgue in the old city of Hebron unless
they possess access permits.

e Closureof Main Roads:

0] The Israeli army continues to close with dirt barricades the following
locales: the entrance to the town of As Samoa'; the area of Al Hawawir
leading to the town of Halhul; the area of Al Fahs south of the city of
Hebron; the junction to the area of Farsh al Hawa leading to Road # 35
northwest of the city of Hebron; the road connecting the town of Surif
to the village of Al Jab' a; the entrance to the village of Beit ‘ Einun; and
the eastern entrance to the village of Kharsa. The Isradli army aso
continues to close with cement blocks the entrance to Al Qes
neighbourhood in the old city of Hebron aswell as the main entrance to
Al *Arrub refugee camp.

(i) In accordance with Military Order # 378, the Isragli army continues to
prohibit Paestinian vehicles from travelling aong Shalala Old Street
that leads to the old city of Hebron, only allowing Isragli vehicles as
well as Israeli army vehiclesto travel aong this street.

checkpoint terminal, the remaining section of the Wall route that separates
the settlement of Eshkolot from the village of Ar Ramadin, and near the
village of Imneizil southeast of the town of Y atta.

e Flying Checkpoints:

0] At 11:30, the Israeli army set up aflying checkpoint on the overpass to

the town of Halhul and searched civilians and vehicles.
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(i) At 18:25, the Israeli army set up a flying checkpoint at the entrance to
the town of Idhna and searched civilians and vehicles.

(i) At 21:15, the Israeli army set up a flying checkpoint on Al Fawwar
junction and closed the road, claming to be examining a suspicious
object. The Israeli army reopened the road at alater time.

(iv)  Thelsraeli army set up aflying checkpoint at the entrance to the village
of As Sarraand searched civilians and vehicles.

(V) The Isradli army set up a flying checkpoint aong the Wadi Salir road,
searched civilians and vehicles, and arrested 2 civilians.

e Raids

) At 10:20, the Isradi army raided the town of Yatta, set up 2
checkpoints, and searched civilians and vehicles. The Isragli army also
searched the offices of a charitable association and served summons to
a number of civilians to report to the Israeli Intelligence agency. At
03:45, the Isradi army raided the town again, searched 1 house, and
arrested 1 civilian.

(i) At 17:55, the Isradli army raided the city of Hebron, searched the
offices of a deaf society, and arrested 1 civilian. At 01:30, the Isragli
army raided the city again and patrolled the area.

(i) At 21:15, the lsaeli army raided and patrolled the town of Adh
Dhahiriya.

(iv) At 24:00, the Israeli army raided Al Fawwar refugee camp and arrested
1 civilian.

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Raid/Air_Patrolg/Attack: At 01:00, Isradli Specid Forces, supported by
Isradli army tanks, armoured vehicles, and 1 bulldozer, raided Paestinian
territory near Al Waha Tourist Resort northwest of the town of Beit Lahiya,
whilst combat helicopters and reconnaissance aircraft patrolled the skies
over the area. The Isragli army also opened intensive fire towards civilian
houses. Additionally, an armed confrontation took place between the Isragli
army and armed Palestinian individuals.

Air Patrol: At 15:00, Israeli combat helicopters patrolled the skies over the
district of Northern Gaza.

Palestinian Attack: In the afternoon on 08 August 2007, 3 mortars were
fired towards the Green Line.
