e Thelsraeli army continues to intensify its restrictions at checkpoints set
ALL up on the main roads connecting the West Bank districts, thereby
DISTRICTS isolating the northern districts from the southern districts as well as the
Jericho district and the Jordan Valley from the remainder of the West
Bank.

e Closure The lsradli army continues to intensify its regtrictions at
checkpoints located at the entrances to the city of Jerusdem. The Isradli
army also continued to close the entrances to al-Agsa Mosque compound in
the old city of Jerusalem and impede civilian access to the mosque.

e Closureof Main Roads.

0] The Israeli army continues to close the entrance opposite the junction to
Dahiyat a-Bareed in the city of Jerusalem with a barbed wire gate and
to deny civilian access.

(i)  The Isradi army continues to close the road connecting Dahiyat -
Bareed to the town of al-Ram in order to complete Wall construction in
the area.

@iy  The lsradi army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt
barricades the entrance to the village of Jaba, which connects the
village to the cities of Jerusalem, Ramallah, and Jericho.

e Checkpointss The Israeli army continues to consider Qalandya
checkpoint a“border crossing point” and has designated a special
crossing for holders of Jerusalem IDs and those possessing permits to
access the city of Jerusalem.

e Raids Thelsragli army raided al-Tur neighborhood in the city of Jerusalem
and the village of al-Isawiyyeh, and detained 25 civilians aged 11 to 18.

o Wall Gates

(& The Isradi army continues to close the Wall gate in the
town of Abu Diswith cement blocks.

(b) The Isradli army continues to deny civilian access through
the Wall gate on a-Shayyah road in the area between the
villages of a-Sawahira a-Shargiya and a-Sawahira a-
Gharbiya, only alowing civilians holding Jerusdlem IDs to
cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using
electronic devices.

e Wall Condgruction: Wall construction continues in Dahiyat a-Bareed,
Dahiyat a-Agbat, from the village of Hizma to ‘Anata, along the Hizma-
Jaba road, the area of a-'Eizariyato a-Shayyah, from the village of Beit
Surik to Biddu, in the areas of a-Judeira, Bir Nabala, and Beit Hanina, west
of the village of al-Jib, and in the vicinity of the village of Qatanna.

() At 12:00, a public march set out in the village of Na din, with the
participation of international peace activists and supporters, in
protest of the apartheid wall construction. The Isradli army clashed
with civilian protestors and fired rubber coated bullets injuring 4
civilians and 2 international peace activist.

e Wall Condgruction: Wall construction continues in the area west of the
town of ‘Abud as well as in the areas of d-Midyato Ni’'lin and Ni’lin to
Deir Qaddis.

e Closure of Main Roads The Israeli army continues to close with dirt
barricades the road leading to the town of ‘Arraba east of the settlement of
Dotan.

e Flying Checkpoints:

() At 14:10, the lsraeli army set up a checkpoint on the entrance to the

JENIN village of Sanour, and searched civilians and vehicles.

(i) At 08:00, the Israeli army set up a checkpoint on the junction of the
village of ljjeh, and searched civilians and vehicles.

up on the eastern entrance to the city of Qalgilya a police officer caled
Omar a-Bazur and relessed him a 19:30 after the intervention of the
military liaison.

e Setler Violence:

() At 10:00, a bunch of setlers stoned civilian vehicles near the
junction of the village of Jeet.

(i) At 00:10, abunch of settlers from Gilead settlement outpost opened
fire towards civilians who were guarding their agricultura land
near the settlement.

e Wall Gates:
() Passage through the Wall gates is restricted to civilians granted special
Israeli permits.

(i) The Israeli army continues to intensfy its restrictions at ‘Azzun ‘ Atma
Wall gate and to search civilians, including students, with a meta
detector.

e Wall Condruction: Land leveling for Wall construction continues in

villages of Immatin and Kafr Laqgif as well as east of the towns of Kafr
Thulth and * Azzun.

NABLUS

Closure of Main Roads;

0] The Isradi army continues to close the Jenin-Nablus road between the
junction to the village of Deir Sharaf and the settlement of Shavel
Shomron.

(i) The Israddi army continues to close with dirt barricades the settler
bypass road connecting the village of Deir al-Hatab to the settlement of
Alon Moreh as well asthe southern entrance to the village of Qaryuit.

(i)  The lsraeli army continues to close the entrance to the village of
a Lubban al-Shargiyawith dirt barricades and cement blocks.

e Checkpointss The Isragli army continues to regulate times for crossing

checkpoints set up around the city of Nablus:

) At Tur neighborhood checkpoint (set up on Jerzim Mount) is closed on
Fridays and Saturdays as well as during Jewish holidays. On al other
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days, it isopen for civilian residents of the neighborhood only.

(i)  Bet Furik checkpoint is open to civilian resdents of the town of Beit
Furik and the nearby village of Beit Dgjan.

(iif)  Beginning on 23 November 2006, the Israeli army continues to close the
checkpoint set up in the area between the city of Nablus and the town
of ‘Adira d-Shamaliya and to prevent civilians from crossing, only
allowing access to humanitarian cases.

(iv) At 16:00, the Israeli army closed Huwara checkpoint and impeded
traffic until 17:00

e Flying Checkpoints: The Israeli army set up a checkpoint between the

city of Nablus and the town of Aseera al-Shimaliyye, and searched
civilians and vehicles.

e Raids

(i) At 01:30, the Israeli army raided the city of Nablus
and the refugee camp of Balata, and searched a
number of civilian houses.

(i) At 03:40, the Israeli army raided and patrolled the
village of Kafr Qalil.

e Demonstrations: At 12:00, a public march set out in the city of Nablus
in solidarity of Palestinian prisonersin Isragli jails.

e Settler Violence: At 01:40, a bunch of settlers from Yitzhar settlement
stoned civilian vehicles traveling near the settlement and injured a
civilian called Zakaria Abdel Latif Odeh.

e Settlement Activitiess The Israeli army started work to open a new
settlement bypass road that leads to Itamar settlement. The road cuts
through agricultural land south pf the town of Beit Fourik.

e Closureof Main Roads:

0] The Isragli army continues to close the main north-western entrance to
the city of Sdlfit with dirt barricades since the beginning of the current
Intifada (Uprising).

(i)  The Isradli army continues to close with dirt barricades the western
entrance to the village of Mardaand Hares. In addition, the Isragli army
continues to close the eastern entrance to the village of Y assouf and the
southern entrance to the village of Deir Istiyya with dirt barricades, as
well as the southern entrance to the town of Kafl hares and the 2
northern entrances to the town of Brugin and the village of Qarawa
Bani Hassan.

(i)  Since 17:00 on May 20 the Israeli army has been closing the road near
the southern entrance to the town of Kafl hares and declaring it a
military zone until May 25.

e Checkpoints: The Isradli army continues to intensfy its retrictions at Deir
Ballut and Za tara checkpoints and prevent civilian vehicles from traveling
towards the town of Kafr a-Dik. At 17:00, the Isragli army closed Za'tara
checkpoint and impeded traffic upon the arrest of a civilian under the
pretext of finding a suspicious object with him. The checkpoint was
reopened at 17:40.

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e Flying Checkpoints: The Isragli army set up a checkpoint on the entrance to
the village of Hares, and searched civilians and vehicles.
e Raids
0] At 12:00, the Israeli army raided the town of Kafl Hares and
detained 1 military officer but released hum later.
(i) At 00:25, the Israeli army raided and patrolled the town of Deir
Istiyya and patrolled it until 03:30.
e Wall Congtruction: Wall construction continues in the area northwest of the
city of Salfit, and in the village of Marda and the town of Kafr Hares north
of the settlement of Ariel.

e Closure Thelsraegli army continues to close Road # 90 between the city of
Jericho and the village of a-‘Auja with cement blocks and to prevent
farmers not holding Jericho Governorate IDs from reaching their land,
forcing them to apply for access permits. The Israeli army also continues to
deny accessto the city to holders of Isragli IDs.

e Checkpoints: The Isragli army continues to intensify its restrictions and
impede civilian access at a-Hamra checkpoint set up aong al-Badhan road
connecting the digtricts of Jericho and Nablus as well as on the checkpoint
set up on the junction to the village of a-‘Auja dong d-Mu arrgat road
that connects the districts of Jericho and Ramallah.

JERICHO

o Closure:

(1) The Israeli army continues to close the roads to the village of An
Nu’man, with the exception of the road leading to the Wall gate in
the south-eastern area of the village.

(i) Since September 15, 2007, the Israeli army has been preventing
civilian access, according to military order 07.02.S, to the 22-
dunum land that has been confiscated in accordance with
confiscation order number 07.31.T. The 22-dunum area has been set
to construct a passage in the area of Mazmouriyyeh that is located
in the cities of Beit Sahur and Bethlehem.

e Closure of Main Roads The Isragli army continues to close al roads to
Road # 60 leading to the city of Jerusdem, thereby isolating the city of
Bethlehem from its towns and villages located west of Road # 60.

e Raids

() At 01:40, the Israeli army raided the city of Beit Jdla and patrolled
it until 02:20.

(i) At 02:30, the Israeli army raided and patrolled the area of Ibayyat in
the city of Bethlehem.

e Wall Condruction: Wall congtruction continues in the area northwest of
the town of a-Khader; northwest of the city of Beit Jda in the area of
Wadi Rahhal east of the settlement of Ephrata; and in the area surrounding
the village of al-Wagja.

HEBRON 0) The Israeli army continues to close the following localesin the old city
of Hebron: a-Shuhada’ Street and the area of a-Sahleh with cement
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blocks and barbed wire; the old gold market with an iron gate; the area
of Khuzq a-Far near the settlement of Abraham Avino with a dirt
barricade and an iron gate; and the entrance to the area of a-Khan with
an electronic gate, isolating the area from a-Laban Market and the area
of d-Sahleh. The Isragli army also continues to ingdl an iron gate at
the entrance to the area of al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables market) in
the old city of Hebron, thereby controlling civilian accessin the area.

(i) Although it expired on 07 May 2006, the Isragli army continues to
implement a military order stipulating the prohibition of civilian
vehicles from traveling along the road connecting the settlement of
Kiryat Arba to the Ibrahimi Mosgue in the old city of Hebron unless
they possess access permits.

e Closureof Main Roads:

() The Isradi army continues to close with dirt barricades the following
locales: the entrance to the town of al-Samoa'; the area of a-Hawawir
leading to the town of Halhoul; the area of al-Fahs south of the city of
Hebron; the junction to the area of Farsh al-Hawa leading to Road # 35
northwest of the city of Hebron; the road connecting the town of Surif
to the village of al-Jab’ a; the entrance to the village of Beit * Einun; and
the eastern entrance to the village of Kharsa. The Isragli army aso
continues to close with cement blocks the entrance to d-Qeis
neighborhood in the old city of Hebron as well as the main entrance to
al-* Arroub refugee camp.

(i) In accordance with Military Order # 378, the Isragli army continues to
prohibit Paestinian vehicles from traveling along Shalala Old Street
that leads to the old city of Hebron, only alowing Isradli vehicles as
well as Israeli army vehicles to travel along this street.

e Flying Checkpoints:

0] At 09:00, the Israeli army set up a checkpoint on the
road of Wadi Qaff that leads to the town of Tarqumia,
and searched civilians and vehicles.

(i) At 13:00, the Israeli army set up a checkpoint on al-
Fawwar junction, and searched civilian and vehicles.

e Raids

(i) At 11:00, the Isradli army raided and patrolled the city of Hebron. The raid

recurred at 21:30 during which the Isragli army searched 1 civilian house and

caused damage to its furniture. The raid occurred for a third time at 01:30

during which the Isradli army set up post in the raid of a-Ahli Hospital in the

city of Hebron.

(i) At 11:05, the Israeli army raided and patrolled the town of Dura.

(i) At 19:.00, the lsradi army raided the village of a-Tarameh and
searched 4 civilian houses.

(iv) At 21:30, the Israeli army raided the town of a-Thahiriyyeh, clashed
with civilians during search of 3 civilian houses, and caused damage to
an electric transformer.
