vehicles and examined passenger ID’s.

hours at the * Atara checkpoint, north of Ramallah city.

e Rad: At 04:00, the Israeli army raided the refugee camp of Jenin, where
they searched several houses and arrested a youth before withdrawing at

e Flying Checkpoint: At 09:40, the Israeli army set up aflying checkpoint at
the junction of Beit Qad, where they arrested 2 civilians.

e Rad: At 01:55, the Israeli army raided the city of Qalqiliya, where they
searched several houses and arrested 2 civilians.

e Arrests Thelsraeli army arrested 2 civilians from the city of Qalgiliya:

0] Ayman Al Sus, a 23 year-old college student; and

(i) Sami Abu Nahil, a 35 year old originally from the Gaza Strip.

e Closure At 09:00, the Israeli army closed the checkpoint located at the
main entrance to Deir Ballut.

e Air Patrol: At 19:30 and again at 23:45, Isragli reconnaissance helicopters
patrolled over the city.

e Flying Checkpoint: At 08:40, the Isragli army set up a flying checkpoint
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near the town of Biddya, where they searched vehicles and examined
passenger ID’s.

e Raid: At 19:00, the Israeli army, including 6 jeeps, raided the town of Deir
Istiya, and imposed curfew as they opened fire randomly.
