Minister of Public works and Housing under the protection of Israeli forces
stormed Al-Aqsa mosque compound and provoked worshippers.

 Wall Gates:
(i) The Israeli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in

Abu Dis town.
(ii) The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate

on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Sharqiya and Al-
Slewahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only allowing civilians holding Jerusalem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using electronic
devices.

(ii)On May 1st 2103, an Israeli court ordered the halt of wall construction

near Betar village.
(iii) On July 21st 2013, Israeli courts ordered the halt of construction of

the wall in Al-Carmisan area in the west area of Beit Jalla.

HEBRON
