Jerusalem and to prevent residents from other districts from entering
Jerusalem. The Israeli army prevented worshipers from reaching Al Agsa
Mosqgue for Friday prayers.

0] Separation wall construction in Al Eizariya, Abu Dis, Al Sawahira and
Sur Bahir was suspended for the weekend.
