() The Israeli army, intensified their restrictions at the entrance to Jerusalem
city, set up several flying checkpoints on the main road leading to the city and
prevented worshipers under the age of 50 from conducting prayers at Al-Agsa
mosque compound.

(i) The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in
the area surrounding occupied East Jerusalem and restricts access to local
residents as well as to civilians holding special permits.

(i) The Israeli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian access to a
hill between Biddu and Beit Iksa villages.

flow of traffic until 04:05.

(i) On September 19" 2012, Israeli forces closed Ras Khamis checkpoint
near Shu’fat camp and impeded the free flow of traffic in order to
construct the wall.

(i) At 00:20, Israeli forces set up a checkpoint at the North Junction of Al-

e Physical Assault: At 09:10, Israeli forces assaulted two residents: Lu’ai Al-Bathan
and Mahmoud Abu Mifrih (Both residents of Bethlehem) and injured them with
contusions as they were attempting to enter Jerusalem.

e Assault on Places of Worship: At dawn on September 23" 2014, Israeli forces
closed the main entrance gates leading to Al-Agsa mosque compound only
allowing women and residents above the age of 45 from entering the mosque.

o Wall Gates:

0] The Israeli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Dis town.
(i) The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate

on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-

Suhayedb Mir’i, Ramzi Musa and Mohammad Saleh during their raid into
Tulkarem as mentioned in the previous report.

Intifada, the Israeli army continues to close with dirt mounds the eastern
entrance to Kafr Qaddum village.

Since 11:00 on July 30" 2012, Israeli forces have closed two roads leading to
Abu Nasar and Qatan Al-Jama’ located in western area of Deir Istiya with
cement blocks.

Closure:

The Israeli army continues to close Al-Shuhada’ Street, Al-Sahleh and Khuzqg Al-
Far areas, as well as the old gold market in Hebron’s Old City. In addition to
closing the entrance to Al-Qeisi neighbourhood, the Israeli army continues to close
the entrances to the area of Al-Hisba (the fruits and vegetables market) with an
electronic gate; Al-Laban Market also remains closed.

Since 05 January 2009, the Israeli army has closed the area located along the
Green Line south of the town of Yatta. Having seized land for Wall construction,
the Israeli army evicted the Palestinian residents and denied them access to the
area.

Annun with cement blocks.

Since July 25th 2012, Israeli forces closed the road connecting Al-Safa and Al-Dirat

and closed the entrance of south Yatta with cement blocks.

On September 4™ 2014, Israeli forces closed a road in Eiwn Al-Bas and Al-Bayda and
Al-Ras area in Ithna locat6ed near the wall gate.

At 13:40 on September 16" 2014, Israeli forces closed the main road leading to Al-
Ibrahim mosque in the old city of Hebron.

Samer Abdel-Karim Al-Za’tari and Haydar Al-Alami.

(i) At 13:35, Israeli forces positioned near Al-Fuwar camp fired stun and tear
gas grenades towards several residents for alleged stoning.

(ii))At 14:10, Israeli forces positioned near Halhul bridge fired fired rubber
coated steel bullets, stun and tear gas grenades towards several residents
for alleged stoning.

fishing limit to 6 nautical miles with possibility of increase to 12 nautical miles by
the end of the year and to decrease the Military area to 100 meters, allow freedom
of movement and a halt to targeted killings and assassinations and negotiations will
be held for discussion on rebuilding the sea port and airports in the coming month.
