The Isradli army continuesto intensify its restrictions at checkpoints located at

the entrance to Jerusalem city, set up severa flying checkpoints on the main

road leading to the city.

The Israeli army continues to close the ‘demarcation area’ along the Wall in

the area surrounding occupied East Jerusdlem and redtricts access to loca

residents aswell asto civilians holding specid permits.

The Isradli army continues to impose a blockade and deny civilian accessto a

hill between Biddu and Beit Iksa villages.

Closure of Main Roads:

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks and dirt mounds the

entrance to Jaba’ village.

The Isradli army continues to close the gate dong the Wall section separating

the area of Dahiyat Al-Bareed from Al-Ram town.

The Isragli army continues to close with an iron gate the eastern entrance to

Beit Iksavillage and forces civilians to access Jerusalem city through Qaandia

checkpoint.

Checkpoints:

() Isradi authorities continue to consder Qaandiya checkpoint a“border
crossing point” and designate a specia crossing lane for holders of
Jerusdlem IDs and another for those possessng permits to access
Jerusadlem city and at 17:00 to reopen it at 18:35.

Setler Violence: On the evening of December 26" 2012, Isradli settlers assaulted
Abdel Sdam Al-Qumery (17 years old) in Silwan neighbourhood in Jerusdlem
leaving him hospitalised with contusions.

Wall Gates

The Isragli army continues to close with cement blocks the Wall gate in
Abu Distown.

The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall gate
on Al-Shayyah road in the area between Al-Sawahira Al-Shargiya and Al-
Sleavawahira Al-Gharbiya villages, only alowing civilians holding Jerusdem
IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough searches using eectronic
devices.

Wall Condgruction: Wall construction continued in the areas north and south
of Qalandiya village; south of Al-Za’ayyem village; and in Wadi Al-Eizariya
west of the illegal settlement Ma "ale Adumim.

Demondration: At 12:00, a demongtration took place in front of Ofar prison in
Beituniya in solidarity with Palestinian detainee and demanding their release from
Israeli prisons.

Passage through the Wall gates is redricted to civilians granted
specid Isradli permits, which undercuts the access to education and health services
for civiliansliving behind the Wall.

In addition to clogng the gate installed since the outbreak the second Intifada,
the Isragli army continues to close with dirt mounds the eastern entrance to
Kafr Qaddum village.
Flying Checkpoint: At 20:45, Isradli forces set up acheckpoint at the entrance of
Jinsafut village.

Having removed the gate at
the entrance to the village of Ras Atiya; the Isradli army only alows students
to crossto their schools outside the village through the Habla gate.

On 15.04.2012, the Israeli army has opened the northern entrance to Salfit city
to civilian which was closed since the year 2000 and prevented access from
08:00 until 09:20.
Since 11:00 on July 30" 2012, Isradli forces have closed two roads leading to
Abu Nasar and QatanAl-Jama’ located in western area of Deir Istiya with
cement blocks.
