closure on West Bank digtricts for the Passover holiday. The Isradli army
ALL continues to prevent civilians and workers from entering the city of
DISTRICTS Jerusdlem or crossing the Green Line, with the exception of previoudy
coordinated humanitarian cases. The closure will continue until 24:00 on

06 April 2010.

The Isragli army
released them at alater time.

0] The Isradli army continues to close the Wall gate in the town of Abu

Dis with cement blocks.
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(D) The Israeli army continues to deny civilian access through the Wall
gate on al-Shayyah road in the area between the villages of al-Sawahira
a-Shargiya and al-Sawahira a-Gharbiya, only dlowing civilians
holding Jerusdlem IDs to cross, after subjecting them to thorough
searches using electronic devices.

e Wall Consgtruction: Wall construction continues in the area of d-'Eizariya

to d-Shayyah, from Beit Surik village to Biddu, in the areas of d-Judeira,
Bir Nabala, and Beit Hanina, west of a-Jib village, in the vicinity of the
village of Qatanna, south of Bet Hanina village, and in the area
surrounding the checkpoint set up at the entrance to Shu’ fat refugee camp.

e Closure of Main Roads: The Isragli army continues to close with dirt
barricades the northern entrance to the city of Sdfit, and continues to close
with cement blocks and iron gates the northern entrance to the town of
Brugin and the western entrance to the town of Kafr Ad Dik.

e Checkpoint: The Isradi army continues to intensify its redtrictions at

SALFIT Za tara checkpoint and impede civilian access.

e Flying Checkpoint: At 13:00, the Isradli army set up a flying checkpoint at
the entrance to the town of Deir Istiya and searched civilians and vehicles.

e Wall Construction: Wall construction continuesin the area northwest of the
city of Sdfit, and in the village of Marda and the town of Kifl Hares north
of the settlement of Ariel.

e Closure Thelsraeli army continues to close Road # 90 between the city of
Jericho and the village of al-* Aujawith cement blocks.

Closure:
The Israeli army continues to close the following locales in the old city
of Hebron: a-Shuhada Street and the area of a-Sahleh with cement
blocks and barbed wire; the old gold market with an iron gate; the area
of Khuzq a-Far near the settlement of Abraham Avino with a dirt
barricade and an iron gate; and the entrance to the area of a-Khan with
an electronic gate, isolating the area from a-Laban Market and the area
of a-Sahleh. The Israeli army continues to close the entrance to
al Laban Market by iron boards. The Isragli army also continues to
install aniron gate at the entrance to the area of al-Hisba (the fruits and
vegetables market) in the old city of Hebron, thereby controlling
civilian accessin the area
The Isragli army continues to close the area located near the Green
Line, south of Y atta town, evacuating the area of those inside it and
denying them accessto it.

child Mahmoud Ibrahim Jaber. As aresult, he sustained fracture in the
arm and evacuated to hospital for treatment.

e Setler Violence: At 13:00, a group of Isragli settlers stoned civilians on
Ash Shalalaroad in the old city of Hebron.

e Wall Condgruction: Wall construction continues in the section of
Tarqumiya checkpoint terminal, in the periphery of Eshkolot settlement
southwest of Adh Dhahiriya town and between southwest of Arab
Ar Ramadin village and the village of Imneizil.

GAZA STRIP

e At 02:00 on 18 January 2009, the Isragli army declared a unilateral
ceasefire. In the meantime, armed Palestinian groups declared a one-
week-long ceasefire.  Meanwhile, the ceasefire was extended until
05 February 2009. The ceasefire is holding despite the end of the
ALL specified period.

DISTRICTS e The lsraeli army violated the ceasefire when Isragli helicopter gunships
opened machine gunfire intensively towards civilian agricultural land in
the districts of Central Gaza and Khan Y unis.

e Armed Palestinian groups breached the ceasefire by firing a mortar
towards the Green Line.

e Closureof Crossing Point: Beit Hanun (Erez) Crossing is partially open for
NORTHERN previously coordinated humanitarian cases and foreign nationals.

GAZA e Paledinian Attack: In the evening of 04 April 2010, 1 unidentified
mortar was fired towards the Green Line.
